Tape Binding refers to a system that wraps and glues a piece of tape around the base of the
document. A tape binding machine such as the Powis Parker Fastback or Standard Accubind
system will usually be used to complete the binding process and to activate the thermal
adhesive on the glue strip. However, some users also refer to Tape Binding as the process of
adding a colored tape to the edge of a mechanically fastened (stapled or stitched) document.
